Financials:
We currently have the following amounts in our accounts.

$6500.00 Scholarship 

$8788.63 DL Evans (Other)
17,349.20-total funds. 

So far we have sold $3,700 worth of saddle raffle tickets, before this meeting. The 2015 saddle cost ICW $3,500. We received the following donations for the saddle: $1,000 from NWFCS; $1,500 from treetop Farms; $250 from Salmon Quality Motors; $385 from private donations; all of which total $3,135. Trish Dowton and Ann Mulkey co-chaired the Scholarship Saddle committee for 2015, and purchased the 2016 saddle (from Ron Rose). We have already paid $1,000 for it, and still owe $3,000.

The Beauties and the Beef Luncheon/Fashion Show, held during the Centennial Celebration, cost us $372.99. The Legislative Breakfast cost $550. 

A motion to approve the financials was made by Megan, Tay seconded. Motion carried.
