
Meeting at the ICA Annual Convention ~ Idaho Cattlewomen Council Social and Meeting

Nov. 17, 2014, Sun Valley, Idaho

Robin Lufkin, ICW Chairwoman called the meeting to order. She gave a brief overview of the 2014 events including:

Legislative Breakfast-In February, we provided breakfast for the Legislature at the capitol. We served about 150 people and received lots of good comments. We will do it again in 2015, but hope to save money by preparing food ourselves. Robin will be working with Jessie Miller on the food preparation. All are invited to attend.

HOY-The ICA office had asked for help with the contest so Maggie Malson created the test, graded the results, distributed the essay questions anonymously to four different judges and finalized the contest results. She will put together all her notes of the process so the Purebred Council, who sponsors the contest, will have procedures to put the contest together in 2015. Spring Cove Angus Ranch, Bliss, Idaho, donated an Angus heifer to the 2014 winner, Dana Kerner, of Weiser.

Saddle Raffle-Jessie Miller is the current chairman, but would like to step down has asked for anyone else to take over. She secured the sponsors for the saddle from Northwest Farm Credit Services and Tree Top Ranches. The 2014 saddle was made by Matt Thompson. 

Scholarships-Lyndella Bauchman has been the Scholarship chair, but is asking for a new volunteer to take over. The 2014 scholarships have been selected.

UPDATE: Money was paid out to 2014 winners for winter semester. Applications are being updated and will be available online soon for 2015. The due date is June 1, 2015, with selections to be made by the July Centennial Convention. Money will be paid out for the fall 2015 semester.
Financial Report: Robin reported a balance of $7,986.83 in general funds, $6,901.59 in scholarship funds and a total of $16,948.99.

Maggie read the minutes from the June 26, 2014, meeting held at the Summer Round-Up in Idaho Falls. Megan Satterwhite moved, Gwenna Prescott seconded. Motion carried. 

Trish Dowton and Ann Mulkey volunteered to be Scholarship and Saddle chairpeople. They need county extension agents/school names and names of saddle makers. Discussion about doing a breast collar, headstall and/or chinks. Saddle makers-Doug Koontz, Nancy Martiny, Matt Thompson were names brought up. 

UPDATE: An email went out after Convention asking for saddle maker names and contact info. Trish sent a letter to all the saddle makers on the list and collected the bids. The winning bid was awarded to Ray Holes Saddlery, Grangeville. 1915-2015 custom stirrups were made by Sagebrush Silver, Challis. Sponsors are Northwest Farm Credit Services, Tree Top Farms and Salmon River Motors.

Website/Blog-Maggie talked about the ICWC website and blog. The target is consumers and the general public. The website consists of a Beef Store where people can buy items online, as well as info on CattleWomen programs and the history of the organization. More volunteers are needed and wanted to provide blog posts. It’s not hard to do and not a big time commitment. Maggie has put together a tutorial with examples of how to post. The blog is a way to get cattlewomen of all ages and from all over the state to share something about their ranch life, family, lifestyle, etc. All of us have something we can contribute and have a story to tell. The blog’s focus is to reach those removed from agriculture and to put a face to those who produce their food. We want to become a resource so if people have questions about how their beef is raised, they will want to come ask us. Other ways to help and contribute include sharing blog post links on your own personal social media pages or through email. If you have not done so, please “Like” the IdahoCattleWomen page on Facebook as well as invite friends to “Like” it as well. Most of us have non-ag friends so if we can share posts with them it may combat some of the other misinformation that is out there. Maggie and Jessie Jarvis will be coordinating blog content and scheduling, so if you have any questions, please contact either of them.

Beef Store-Currently we have Beef items purchased from the national beef store. We also want to have custom items to sale, etc. t-shirts with modern designs and an beef/cattle message. Additional ideas are needed. Tay Brackett volunteered to help. The Lewis County CattleWomen do a wild rag with brands. Other ideas included a brand blanket where ranches pay to have brand put on it. We are looking for a committee to start coordinating the online Beef Store. Please contact Tay or Maggie with your ideas.

Diane Myklegard gave an overview of the Centennial Celebration, which commemorates 100 Years of the Idaho Cattle Association. The event will be July 14-18, 2015, in Boise. The volunteer committee meets once a month; there are several sub-committees and more volunteers are welcome to join in to help. Contact Diane to learn more.
